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PASTOR'S PACE 
My mother used to say that what goes around 

comes around;  I don't think she was particularly into 
the idea of karma, but she certainly believed that her 
sons should be on the up and up and not do harm to 
others, just in case.  Her words have stayed with me, 
as do most of the things we learn from our mothers.  

In his final discourse to his disciples that we 
read in the Gospel, Jesus tells us that he is going 
away and will come back, probably because he knew 
what kind of people his friends were and that they 
were easy to forget his teachings, lose faith and hope, 
and generally make a mess of what he tried to do 
during his time with him.  It goes without saying that 
Jesus also liked to be with the apostles; friendships 
are like that. 

Jesus gives his friends the assurance that he 
will not abandon them but will remain with them, 
because he knows that apart from him they will not be 
able to do much.  We know the apostles’ track record 
of being good friends with Jesus was weak.  Knowing 
this too, Jesus tells them he would help them to be 
better friends and witnesses of their relationship, 
something that must have given them consolation 
because they had something to cling to when they 
needed it.  When it comes to good and healthy 
relationships we all need something that will remind us 
of the people and memories that have become part of 
who we are. 

We are born with the ability to be faithful to that 
which is nurturing and good for us.  Jesus tells us that 
he will give us a helper to remind us of his teachings, 
to guide us, to remind us that he is with us.  The Greek 
word parakleton, translated as paraclete, means 
counselor, comforter, advocate.  We see it in human 
form in persons like our mothers.  Every one of us 
needs an advocate in the world:  somebody to stand 
up for us, speak out for us, abide with us when we are 
afraid or do not know where to turn or what to do.  The 
lasting memento of Jesus to his friends is the first gift 
to creation—the Holy Spirit, a powerful force of the 
love of God given to the world to bring life of an 
unparalleled quality 

The Spirit makes its rounds even today, 
because we, like those apostles closest to Jesus, 
know that we are forgetful and fickle friends.  We need 
the power of the Spirit to call us back to the person of 
Jesus and his message for the world.  We need 
reminders that Jesus is among us so that we can grow 
in faith and give witness to the baptism that binds us to 
him and one another.
