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PASTOR'S PACE 
Now that we are in the summer season many 

of us will be taking vacations with family and friends.  
Travel offers us not only rest but a new perspective on 
life based on the journey and the people we encounter 
along the way.  It is said that the journey is more 
important than the destination because things happen 
along the way that open our minds and attention to 
things outside of ourselves.  For Christians, however, 
the two feed into one another. Today's collection of 
readings point to this reality and dimension of our faith. 
 The Gospel narrative for today begins with 
Jesus on a journey in which he invites people to follow 
him to Jerusalem.  We all have reasons why we follow 
Jesus—some being more apparent to our 
consciousness than others; we all have excuses why 
we will not or do not think we can.  So often the 
challenge of being a disciple interferes with our 
agenda, our ideas, and our ways of proceeding.  Being 
a Christian oftentimes goes against the status quo, the 
popular opinion and whatever everyone else seems to 
be doing.  It is not always convenient for us to be 
Christians. 
 Jesus is rejected in the Samaritan village 
because he is identified with his destination: 
Jerusalem.  It is not just the seat of Judaism, but the 
very locale where the unsurpassed love of God will be 
manifested in his death and resurrection.  Jesus' 
identity is synonymous with where he is headed; it is 
no less so with us who follow Jesus.  We are identified, 
or rather, how we are perceived as disciples, by where 
we think we are going: heaven.  We are able to 
manifest here and now where we hope to be. 
 In a prayer that has become a daily mantra for 
me, Archbishop Oscar Romero says “we are prophets 
of a future not our own”.  The generations that succeed 
us in this world will remember the depth of our faith 
and the certainty of where we believed us to go by our 
actions and outlook of the world while we were here.  
They will glean a perspective of what it means to be a 
follower of Jesus and thereby continue the legacy of 
discipleship that is the duty of all who have been 
baptized into his life, death, and resurrection.  
 As we near the celebration of our nation's 
independence where we recall the great freedom we 
have from foreign tyranny, we recall that as Christians 
we too enjoy the great freedom that comes with being 
a child of God.  We have the ability to live in that 
freedom or to reject it by remaining captive to those 
things that hold us bound from deepening our faith and 
strengthening us as we journey through life and putting 
into action the hope we have of our final destination. 
  Let us remember each other in prayer this 
week!                       +Eric J. Knapp, S.J.
