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PASTOR'S PACE 
Most airlines now have a limit on the number of 

carry-ons passengers are able to bring on the aircraft.  
Some companies have tried to reduce the number of 
personal belongings people are able to bring with them 
by charging a tariff, further adding to the frustration of 
travel. 
 The readings today speak about carrying on 
the single message or theme of the entire Bible: love 
God.  Moses tells the people of Israel in his final 
discourse to them that this ability is not remote or far 
removed from them; it is in their very being.  We carry 
within our genetic make-up the capacity to love God 
and therefore others; quite simply, to love is part of 
who we are.   
 We spend a lifetime struggling, wrestling, 
succeeding and failing in this basic human ability and 
need.  Human nature is not so complex that we are 
able to doubt that we all have the capacity to love and 
to be loved.  Fortunately, there is no explanation for 
this so inevitably it is both a mystery and a tenet of 
faith.  To love and to be loved is in tandem with faith 
and genuine love is the quintessential hallmark of faith 
in God.   
 Faith is manifested in love.  This is why love is 
considered the greatest of Christian virtues: because it 
is universal and can be manifested in and through 
people and the life-giving relationships they form.  
Love is the manifestation of faith in those who are 
open to the challenge and transformation that is 
implicit in the commandment God gives to humanity.  
The degree that we love God is witnessed in our 
willingness to love others in any number of ways: 
entering their chaos, praying for them, recognizing that 
we are bound together now and for eternity, that we 
are all vulnerable, hungry, broken, and in process.  
The scribe in today's Gospel reading learns that it is 
one thing to know that we ought to love God; it is 
entirely another thing to show that love to others.   
 Localizing a love for God to another person is 
the challenge we face even today.  At a time when 
suspicion of one another, isolation and hatred 
increases based on groundless ethnic, religious, racial 
and socio-economic principles and ideas, we have to 
consider what this says to us about our love for God 
and subsequently, our faith in God and God's people.  
The two are inseparable. 
 We too limit what we already carry on and how 
we carry out our love for God when we put restrictions 
on who we love, who we choose to love, who we 
cannot or will not love.  Let us be mindful of this and 
pray for the courage to love boldly those in our midst 
as a testament of our faith. 
 Let us remember each other in prayer this 
week!                    +Eric J. Knapp, S.J.
