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PASTOR'S PACE MASS INTENTIONS:July 5-10

As you know, this is the weekend our nation
celebrates the freedom we have had from foreign
control since 1776. ltis a time for us to remember how
fortunate we are to be Americans and all that comes
with living in these United States of America.

Amid the various ways of celebrating
Independence Day: barbecues, parades, fireworks,
and outings of various sorts, we remember the gift of
independence and the freedoms that come from our
autonomy and sovereignty.

To be a Christian oftentimes goes against our
understanding of us being a people endowed with
inalienable rights and freedoms. The independence
we celebrate on this weekend and every day is counter
to the invitation to dependence that is part of our
identity as Christians. | believe, however, that the two
feed into each other, and today's readings echo this
fact.

In the Gospel passage we have today Jesus
wishes his disciples to pray for laborers for the harvest;
he wants people to collect or gather what is the result
of what the master has sown; quite literally, the fruit of
his labors. Of course, this is a metaphor to Jesus’
disciples that as children of God, we are invited to
gather as much as we can of what God so freely gives
us: the stuff that gives us life and gives meaning to life.

God labors on our behalf, giving us an
abundance of reminders of who he is and what it
means to participate in his life. As children of God our
only task in life is to recognize this and be content with
what has been given; we receive God's goodness for
no other purpose than to know that God is with us,
loving us into his existence. The prayer Jesus tells
those who follow him to say encourages his very
mission to make visible God's presence through the
various works of mercy he did while on this earth.

You and | however, can only do what we do
and live as we do by being dependent on God's
presence and providence. Furthermore, the happiness
that comes with living in God's life is only possible
when we accept and surrender the all-encompassing
love that God has for all creation. Sin is the result of
our fighting this tenet of faith to the degree that we
take for granted God's goodness and efforts to bring
us to a greater knowledge and share of who he is.

We would do well in this life to recall that it is
out of our dependence on God that we are able to live,
move, and have our being; it is this dependence that
we are invited daily to participate in so as to be
independent of those distractions that keep us away
from knowing and loving God with all that we are.

Happy Independence Day! Let us remember
each other in prayer this week!

SOCIAL ACTION

Can Love and Justice be the same thing?

"The Christian message is a call to conversion; conversion
to the love of God which necessarily implies conversion to
the love of [all people,] which necessarily includes
conversion to the demands of justice. If then, we are to be
faithful to our apostolic mission, we must lead [all people] to
the fullness of Christian salvation; to the love of the Father
in the first instance, and to the love of neighbor as an
inseparable consequence of that love. That is the faith we
preach, a faith that works through love (Gal 5:6). But since
there can be no love without justice, action for justice is the
acid test of our preaching of the Gospel." (Decree Four, of
the Thirty-Second General Congregation of the Society of
Jesus, No. 28.) If we believe that God is Love it stands then
that God is also Justice and that love and justice

are inseparable. The St. Xavier Social Action committee
strives to explore this relationship of love of God and
love of neighbor as well as to promote the message of
justice found in Sacred Scripture. Jesus' call to
conversion is a call to action hence the name Social
Action. Many do not realize what is meant by action. It is
common to think of social action as protests, letter writing or
travel to different places to champion a cause. People
involved in social action are sometimes looked upon as
naive zealots who want to "fix" the world. In truth, the
Church's understanding and teachings on social action
involves everything we are as followers of Jesus; from
quiet contemplatives to "front-line fighters." Come
investigate putting faith into action at our next monthly
gathering, July 19 at 7:00PM in the undercroft.
