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PASTOR'S PACE 
We usually only see what we want to see.  With 

persons, situations, and memory, we tend to be selective 
and do not always have the clearest sense of what is real 
and good.  So often our perspectives are shaped by what 
we have been told, what our needs are, and what we 
want. So much of how we see ourselves, what we 
perceive to be beautiful and good and much of our 
perception is formed by the forces outside of us.  How 
and what we tend to see is the consequence of fashion, 
fad, and public opinion.  As a result, we are limited in our 
ability to grow and mature in pretty much every 
dimension of our lives, faith included.   

Faith, we have come to understand, does not rely 
on what we experience with our senses, but what we are 
oriented to and long for, namely the ultimate good and 
wholeness that is possible with the life we have been 
given and have been promised by being Christian.  Faith 
allows us to experience reality differently, because a life 
lived with faith in God avails us to a perspective that 
measures reality more than what we can experience with 
our senses.  Faith takes us to another level which is 
equally true, real, and profound, because it relies upon 
what we desire, long for, and need in our lives to make 
sense of life. 

In Paul's letter to the Ephesians we hear his wish 
for them:  May the eyes of your hearts be enlightened so 
that you may know the hope that belongs to his call.  
Paul is telling the young community of Christians in 
Ephesus (Turkey) that they need to rely more on than 
what they can experience with their senses in order to be 
Christians.  They must pay attention to their desires to be 
transformed which is part of the Christian vocation.  

As adults we tend to ignore the desires of our 
hearts, those ways in which God speaks to us and 
engages us in this process of transformation.  We 
deaden our attentiveness to this process by ignoring the 
gentle and persistent nagging that moves us out of our 
perspective and perception of reality and allows us to 
enter into a realm that is not of our making and not of our 
control.  This is ultimately the journey that leads to 
holiness.  It requires attentiveness, discernment, and 
good decision-making, all of which is the fruit of prayer. 

Age does not guarantee wisdom; that is only 
acquired when we stay with the deepest desires that we 
have and accept the fact that only the power and love of 
God will give to us what is good and necessary for us to 
be who God made us to be and therefore be joy-filled.   

The eyes of the heart show us what is real, true, 
good, right, and ultimately shows us what to love, how to 
love, and who to love.  We keep the eyes of our hearts 
open by letting God into our hearts.  This is why Jesus 
ascended to the Father: so we could grow to trust the 
God who abides and dwells within us through the Holy 
Spirit, who calls us to see and to hope in our placement 
with God for all time. 

Let us remember each other in prayer this week!
